Discussion Expectations
In order to conduct a successful class

Discussion, students should strive to 

meet the following expectations:

1. Be prepared.  Read the text for depth of

Understanding.  Think about your reading.

Take care to write questions worth discussing 

and can be answered by the text.  Write down answers to you questions.

2. Raise your hand and wait to be called upon.  Do not raise your hand until the student currently speaking is finished.

3. Look at the other students – not your desk – when talking.

4. Take notes with your head up when you are in the outer circle.

5. Do not engage in side conversations in either circle.

6. Positive Points: contribute relevant facts, analysis, interpretation, evaluation; add new information – don’t just restate someone else’s comment.

7. Negative Points: not paying attention, interrupting, irrelevant comments, attacking other speakers, monopolizing the conversation.
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
