3. Click on “Berga and Beyond”. Look at the statistics, POW camp system, and summarize the conditions and German violations of the Geneva Convention. (Geneva Convention found at War Crimes or http://www.pbs.org/wnet/berga/crimes/berga.html.)
4. Explain the Nazi civilian camp system. Describe each of the three different types of camps, besides Berga.
